FIRE AND GENERAL RISK ASSESSMENT
Why do I need to complete a Risk Assessment?
A Risk Assessment is a document used to show you have identified potential hazards on your tradestand, assessed how serious a potential injury could be, assessed how likely it is that someone could be injured by that hazard and then detailed what steps you’ve taken to MINIMISE that risk. It’s important to note we are not asking that there are no risks, only that you’ve take reasonable steps to identify and minimise them. Importantly if you say there are NO RISKS at all on your tradestand and someone injures themselves you are more likely to be held accountable by a court, as you will not be seen to have made suitable efforts to assess potential hazards and to alleviate them.


Driffield Showground has a duty to ensure the safety and well-being of all who attend our events, be they visitors, exhibitors or staff / volunteers. As such it forms part of our Terms & Conditions that each tradestand holder and their sub-contractors must complete a risk assessment and submit it with their application form. We will be carrying out spot checks on tradestand holders and if any stand has failed to supply or enact on a risk assessment they may be refused permission to trade at the event.

Please return this risk assessment with a copy of your Public Liability Insurance, if your insurance expires before the event you will need to renew it and forward a copy to us prior to the start of the event, by signing below you are confirming this. 
The Driffield Agricultural Society remains committed to working with the local authority to run covid safe events at the Driffield Showground and your risk assessment should incorporate your covid risk assessments.
